with their studies, Study Hall will be added to your timetable as
a compulsory timetabled lesson.

Apprenticeship

Can start an apprenticeship at anytime after 16.
They are jobs with a training component (so you get paid!)

Intermediate Apprenticeships (Level 2 apprenticeships) are
equivalent to a GCSE course

Advanced Apprenticeships (Level 3 apprenticeships) are equivalent
to 2 A Levels/BTECs

Higher Apprenticeships (Levels 4-7 apprenticeships) are equivalent to
higher education certificates, foundation degrees, degrees and master’s
degrees respectively.
